POLICIES IN BRIEF








(Some Health and Safety and other Group Centre, School-Age Centre and Preschool policies have been condensed herein for easy reading and referral.  However, as a requirement of the Contract, parents are asked to read all of Happy Farm’s Policies and Procedures which can be found on Happy Farm’s website at www.happyfarm.ca.


_______________________________________________________________________





ROLE OF PARENTS:  Both teachers and children enjoy parent participation, particularly at parties.  Parents are welcome to join the children at any time except perhaps at rest time and when they are settling down to lunch between 12 Noon and 1:30 pm.  Parents are welcome to phone at any time but not receive an answer as teachers settle the children down for nap time between 12:45 and 2:30pm.  





NAPPING POLICY:  Voluntary.  Older children not requiring a nap may play quietly or go outside to play once the younger children are asleep.  Younger children not wishing to sleep are requested to lie down or sit quietly and read a book, do a puzzle, draw a picture or colour to soft music while others need to sleep.  Minimum one hour (between 1-2:30pm) for rest time is planned.  Napping does not apply to the School-Age or Advanced Preschool children.





HOURS OF OPERATION:  Group Centre is licensed to open from 6am until 6pm M-F.  Parents are asked to pick up at Group by not later than 6:00pm.  Anyone picking up later than 6pm is responsible for making contact with Group to say they will be late and book a time for Licence-Not-Required (LNR) service at Licensee/Manager’s at a cost per hour or portion thereof.  


  


NOTICE OF WITHDRAWAL:  By Parent:  One month’s written notice or $100 Refundable Enrolment Deposit is retained by Happy Farm.  By Happy Farm:  Several reasons may require Happy Farm to withdraw its services.  Please refer to the website (www.happy farm.ca) Policies and Procedures, October 2009).

HEALTH AND SAFETY





MEALS AND SNACKS:  





ALERT!!!!  Both School-Age & Preschool and Group Centres are  NUT-FREE ZONES.  Very severe allergic reactions affect some children and often parents are not aware that their child has a peanut (or other nut, e.g., hazelnut) allergy until preschool years.  Happy Farm therefore does not knowingly serve anything containing peanuts or other nuts and requests that parents not permit their children to bring peanut butter sandwiches (or Nutella) or cookies or anything containing peanuts or peanut butter  or other nuts to either facility.   





Two meals and  two snacks fulfill daily requirements until dinner time after 6pm which parents are expected to provide.  Children must be present between 6-7am to receive breakfast of cereal and a fruit; 9:30am for morning snack (see menu); 12Noon and 1pm in order to take advantage of lunch (parent must inform staff by not later than 11:00am if child is coming in late and joining the others for lunch) and 3:15-3:30 for afternoon snack.  A current menu is included with Parent Package depending on date of enrolment.  Happy Farm caters to food intolerances.  Cost of meals and snacks is included in child care expense.  Staff handling food are FoodSafe certified (or supervised by a member who is certified) and are knowledgeable in daily nutritional requirements of children





CONSENT FOR EMERGENCY CARE:  Please complete this card which Happy Farm uses in the event of some kind of building evacuation or field trip (parental permission).  Please ask for the card if it is not included in this package.





EMERGENCY AND OTHER MEDICATION:  Happy Farm staff are trained in the use of ventilators,  chambers and EpiPens and such medication and equipment should accompany child to daycare in the event of need.  A “Medication Administration Consent Form” must be completed and signed by parent before any emergency or other medication can be administrated to child (prescriptions, over-the-counter, sprays, epi pens, creams,etc).   All medications including over the counter medication must be contained in original container and/or accompanied by a signed doctor’s note.





PROCEDURE IN EVENT OF ILLNESS AND/OR ACCIDENT:  THIS POLICY IS POSTED.  It is also on Happy Farm’s website.  Please ask Manager or any staff member if you have any further questions.  Should medicine prescribed by a doctor or over-the-counter medicine be brought in by the parent have to be administered by Happy Farm staff, appropriate documentation must be completed by the parent.  This would also apply to skin, eye and/or ear medications, including sunscreen.  As well, all medicine must be brought to daycare in its original container with corresponding instructions.  Happy Farm does not keep on hand medications such as Children’s Tylenol for children who may require such medication.  It is illegal for staff to administer it without written parental approval.  Please be advised that children must be free of fever and or vomiting and/or diarrhea for 24 hours and/or must be on prescribed medication for 24 hours before returning to daycare.  Please also note that if a disease of large proportion affecting the children and staff breaks out, the centre will be closed for disinfecting.  No rebates will be made for the day(s) because such closing is for the health and safety of each child and staff member.





RULES, GOOD EATING HABITS, MANNERS AND HYGIENE HABITS:  Children are taught to use good eating habits, manners and healthy hygiene habits during their day.  They are taught safety rules, to use appropriate language and to respect their friends.  Please speak to Manager or a staff member if you have further questions.





SPECIAL EVENTS/FIELD TRIPS:  For safety reasons, Happy Farm Group “field trips“ are on site.  School-Age field trips are usually off site and numerous throughout the summer.  Consent forms signed by parents for School-Age and Preschool Centre child/ren to participate in field trips as well as to  be driven to/from school or to/from home are required.  The same consent forms are required for Group children who are attending kindergarten and who may need an occasional ride to/from home.





INCIDENT REPORTING:  Serious accidents or injuries occurring in a childcare facility are reported to the local Health Unit within 24 hours of the incident.  Please ask Manager or a staff member about these or refer to the MOPP on the website.  First Aid kits are located in both Group and School-Age centres and in the vans.





CHILD ABUSE (PREVENTION) STRATEGIES:  THIS POLICY IS POSTED.  Please also read MOPP on the website.


  


FIRE/EARTHQUAKE:  Monthly drills take place.  Please refer to MOPP on the website for details.





MISSING CHILD (from Group Centre or School-Age Centre):  Please refer to the website MOPP regarding this policy but also be advised that staff are trained in the procedure.





RELEASE OF CHILD:  Please see POSTED POLICY and/or refer to the MOPP for details.  Parent or guardian must inform staff in writing that someone other than themselves and/or not included on the authorized pick-up list on the Registration form will be picking up.  Please supply correct spelling of name, a description and advise this person that he or she will have to produce picture identification.  Child must also know this person.





SMOKING:   Smoking is strictly prohibited anywhere on Happy Farm property -- inside or outside.  Parents and other visitors are asked to butt out in their cars or somewhere OUTSIDE Happy Farm premises before entering the grounds.  





DISCIPLINE:  THIS POLICY IS POSTED.  Children are seen as unique individuals each with their own natural style and personality.  Happy Farm’s experience with children tells us that praising positive accomplishments or deeds is the motivator needed to help that child succeed in life.  The child may receive the odd upset along the road; however, the belief is that a positive background developed as a child will prevail.  At Happy Farm, our focus is on positive reinforcement (positive comments, choices and chances) to the child.  





BEHAVIOR MANAGEMENT:  Various steps are followed when a child’s behavior becomes challenging for the staff and/or the other children.  If possible, Happy Farm staff will work with the parent along with appropriate community resources (schools) to provide support and intervention for the child.  Please direct any questions to Manager and/or refer to the website.





PARENT CONFLICTS (separations, divorces) AND CHILD CUSTODY MATTERS:  Happy Farm will offer as much support as possible to contracting parent in the throes of legal separation, divorce and child custody disputes.  However, this means close communication between the parent, Manager and/or senior teachers.  Any request by the contracting parent with respect to the handling of information, agreements between parents must be in writing for ready information on child’s file.   COPIES OF RESTRAINING ORDERS AND/OR CUSTODY AGREEMENTS MUST BE ON SITE.  All files are kept confidential.  However, they can be viewed by staff as necessary, by a Licensing Officer or by the contracting parent at any time.




































































R A T E S 





	Effective January 1/09, Happy Farm converted to the “flat rate” plan of billings and payments at the request of a majority of parents.  These follow below but are subject to change, usually with notice.  These new monthly rates not only help the faltering economy at this time and show a financial benefit to many parents but also continue to cover 12 hours of care (6am-6pm), meals & snacks; preschool program throughout the year, school transportation and daycare discounts where applicable.  Calendars are no longer required.  Additional days can be added at an extra cost as usual and if available.  Credits can be given for sick days if space can be filled by another child and if parent calls Happy Farm (Lyne 604-581-1972--leave message) before 7am of the absentee day.  Subsidy and payment plan is still in effect.  No discount will be made for family holiday time.  Payment will be used to hold child’s space in reserve.  As usual, however, credit will be given if space can be used by another child during family holiday time.  Happy Farm operates year-round except in emergency cases and does not close for vacation time.
